Do I need a Hazmat endorsement if I am pulling a nurse tank with anhydrous ammonia?

Maybe:
You DO NOT need a Hazmat endorsement IF:  you have a MN Provisional CDL, which is good for 180 consecutive days per year.  It is a provisional license that allows those in our industry to haul Hazardous materials without a CDL with a Hazmat endorsement.  It is only good for 180 consecutive days and only 1 per year can be obtained.

You DO need a Hazmat endorsement IF:  you don’t have a MN Provisional CDL.  Example would be if someone that already has a CDL was going to be hauling hazardous material they would need to get the Hazmat endorsement.  They wouldn’t be able to get the MN Provisional CDL, since then they would have two CDL licenses, which they cannot do.
